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Ben Currier currently serves as Vice President of Allstate Life Insurance Company, a company he joined in 1978 following employment at Massachusetts Mutual, Acacia and the New England Mutual. 

Throughout his career at Allstate he has brought organization and development of people with him.  At various times he has had responsibility for underwriting, claims, operations – which is a catchall phrase to include customer service and premium accounting and, interestingly enough, even cafeteria prices.  He operated the back offices for the Allstate agent, Dean Witter, and structured settlement distribution systems.

Ben became know throughout his career at Allstate as a problem solver and was given many areas to straighten out or to organize.  Most recently he has headed the information systems responsibility in support of these profit centers.  He has continued to be involved in strategic planning, product development, and other important areas.

We are here, however, to honor his work in the underwriting profession.  Ben has served as President of IHOU.  He has either been the prime mover or the supporter of many innovations in our organizations.  The split session on Tuesday, which is tomorrow, is an example of his foresight and originality.

In addition to being Chairman of the Life Underwriting Education Committee, he served as Chairman of the Procedures and Cost Committee also. 

At LUEC he is most proud of establishing the first textbooks under his term as Chairman.  He was the very first FALU in 1975 under the program established that year, a new program he helped suggest in the 1960’s. He was anxious for underwriters to get away from the two exams, which were just nonmedical and medical risk selection, and to help individuals gain a broader perspective and prepare them for additional responsibilities beyond the role of case technician. 

In addition to serving IHOU well, he has served several years on the Program Committee of HIAA and HOLUA and on the Executive Committee on HOLUA.  He considers himself a champion of both the Institute and HOLUA, a champion of our underwriting profession.  He has served on the Board of Directors of MIB and is a member of the ACLI Risk Classification Committee. He is the author of articles in Best’s, Probe, the National Underwriter, On The Risk, and others.
