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Our first recipient of the Emmett Russell, Jr. Award was born, appropriately enough, in the City of New York.  He received a Bachelor of Science Degree from the school of Business Administration of New York University.  He started his career in 1943 with the Guardian Life Insurance Company here in New York.  When he left them in 1967 he had risen to the position of Underwriting Secretary. That same year he joined Cologne Life Reinsurance Company and remained with them until he retired in 1982 as a Senior Vice President.

He is author of two major underwriting works, “Life Company Underwriting” published by LOMA and “Does It Make Sense?” published by the National Underwriter Company.  He has also authored innumerable commentaries, newsletters, and travelogues.  He has been a member of many underwriting organizations, national and worldwide, including the British Medical Assurance Society, the Canadian Head Office Life Underwriters, the Home Office Underwriters Association, the Institute of Home Office Underwriters of which he served as President, and an Honorary Member of the South African Society of Medical Underwriters and the Impaired Risk Underwriters Association.  He is a charter member of the Institute’s Procedures and Cost Committee.  He is listed in “Who’s Who in Insurance,” “Who’s Who in the World,” “Who’s Who in the East,” and Who’s Who in Industry and Finance, and Community Leaders in American.”
