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Harry graduated from Amherst College cum laude.  He served in the United States Navy as a lieutenant, became an FSA in 1958, and an FALU in 1986. He joined New York in 1950 and began his involvement with underwriting in 1962.  He has long held leadership roles within our industry. 

A hallmark of Harry’s service has been his long term commitments.  His is not a brief or cursory association, but that of a major participant, and, without exception, a leadership role with great influence.  

He served the Home Office Life Underwriters Association as a member of their Committee on Special Underwriting Problems, starting in 1966 and continuing through service as Chairman in 1971. He was editor of that organization’s proceedings, and served the HOLUA as Vice President, and was President for the 1985 – 1986 term.

Harry was on the Society of Actuaries’ Committee on Aviation and Hazardous Sport from 1967 through 1975, serving as Chairman for the last three years.  He was on their Committee on Individual Life Insurance Experience Studies, starting in 1983 and continues to serve as its Chairman since 1985. He has been a board member of the MIB since 1981, was Chairman in 1987, and continues to serve that organization.

He is currently on the American Council of Life Insurance Committee on Risk Classifications.  He was a participant in the National Association of Life Underwriters AIDS Focus Group in 1988, gave testimony on the confidentiality   in insurance to the Presidential Commission on AIDS in 1988, and participated in an advisory panel on medical testing for a congressional subcommittee of the Office of Technology Assessment in 1987 and 1988.

He has been a principal contributor to the 1967 Occupational Study, in 1983 Medical Impairment Study and the 1986 MIB code revisions.  That is a gross understatement.  He was a principle contributor, he was the driving force, and if those publications and code changes would have been completed without his great involvement, it would have taken us much longed, and I rather suspect that some of those important things would not have been accomplished. 

In addition, Harry has been a Deacon and a Trustee in his church, a Boy Scout troop committeeman.  He enjoys choral singing, and is a tournament bridge life master.
