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Everyone who ever spoke of Emmett Russell, Jr. spoke of his character and his integrity.  He was a leader in this business.  He was a leader with his company.  He was a leader in his community, and he was a leader in social issues.  He was a man of commitment, a man of creativity, and a person who got things accomplished.

Each year we might designate an individual with similar characteristics who has also made significant contributions as the recipient of the Emmett Russell, Jr. Award.  The 1994 designee is John Snore.

John has been a leader with one of the giants of our organizations, one of the largest companies within our industry.  He’s been a leader in his community.  He has served on committees, the ACLI, the HIAA, the NAIC.  He’s been President of the Home Office Life Underwriters Association.  He’s been a member of the Board of Directors of the MIB.  He’s a leader in all the activities that he’s been involved with within his life.

He is recognized not because of his personal and his business success, but because of the contributions he has made to his industry.  Over the last several decades, there have been continuing challenges to our risk selection activities.  The selection of individuals, the qualification of individuals has been challenged on many fronts.  John has held a leadership role working with others.  He has testified before the United States Senate, House or Representatives, the insurance commissioners and many state legislative organizations.

His efforts and those he worked with have defended our practices, defended our integrity, defended our activities, and without the success of John and those who worked with him, our industry and this function would be very different.

The sterling silver bowl is a symbol of the Emmett Russell Award’s designation.  Its significance is recognition of John Snore’s contributions and his sterling character.
