1995 – Dr. William Beadles
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The 1995 Emmett Russll Award was given posthumotsly to Dr. William T. Beadles,
LUEC Consultant Emeritus and Professor of Insurance, linois Wesleyan Universin
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Today we posthumously honor an educator who, through prominent in his own field, worked largely behind the scenes for our underwriting organizations.  This year’s honoree served the Life Underwriting Education Committee as a consultant for more than 25 years. 

He is Dr. William Beadles.  Dr. Beadles served as educational consultant to LUEC from 1965 until 1983, and as Consultant Emeritus until his death in 1991.  He authored several books, but of special notice to underwriters was his co-authorship with Janice Greider of Law and the Life Insurance Contract, which was used as a textbook by many underwriters as they worked on their LOMA and ALU designations.

In his long and illustrious career, Dr. Beadles was Professor of Business Administration at Illinois Western University and also served as Dean and Vice President of the University.  He was President of the American Association of University Teachers of Insurance and was editor of the Journal of Risk and Insurance.  He received the Huebner Gold Medal from the American College and the Education Award from LOMA.

The award will be accepted by Dr. Beadles’ grandson, William David Beadles who is a State Farm agent living in Colorado Springs and working on his CLU designation.
